Young Entrepreneurs Fellowship Program Frequently Asked Questions
What is this Young Entrepreneurs Fellowship Program? 
This fellowship is an intensive training program designed for 20 young Czechs (18-26) who are interested in starting a business or receiving support for a current business idea.  In addition to the workshops, selected Fellows will get exposure to the Czech business and start-up community, as well as resources and valuable information. Our goal is to help support the next generation of entrepreneurs through training on presentation skills, presentation/communication skills and networking. 
What is the structure of the Program/What does it entail? 
The program’s central component is a series of workshops.  These workshops consist of guest lecturers, facilitators, and training by American experts, U.S. embassy officials, and successful Czech entrepreneurs and leaders.  During the program, fellows will need to complete a business plan and present to a panel of judges to complete the fellowship.  The grand prize winner of the competition will receive $800 USD  as seed money towards their  business proposal.  These workshops are held at the American Center in Prague one full Saturday per month, from November 2016 to February 2017.  Fellows must attend all workshops in order to participate in the Program. 
What is the time commitment? What are the start and end dates? 
Fellows must attend all workshops and events in order to successfully complete the Program.  Saturday workshops take place one full Saturday per month (9AM-4PM), from November to February at the American Center in Prague.  After completion of the Program, Fellows will receive a certificate of completion at the graduation ceremony on February 25, 2017.
Who is eligible to apply to the Program? What are the eligibility requirements? 
Any prospective applicant between the age of 18-26 may apply to this Program.  
Do I need to live in Prague in order to participate in the program? 
No, you do not have to live in Prague to order to participate.  However, Fellows must travel to and from the American Center in Prague once per month to attend four Saturday workshops. 
Does the Program provide a travel stipend for participants from out of town?
We do provide financial assistance to Fellows who will need to commute from out of town.  We will provide funding for 10 Fellows for travel to and from Prague and their hotel accommodation to ensure attendance at each Saturday workshop.
